These Scientific Reasoning General Education Category courses do not have to be a sequence or be from the same discipline.

Level Il and Level lll Written Communications Courses may be used to satisfy requirements anywhere else in a student’s program of study where they may
apply. The credits are counted only in one area.

ITC 100 is required of students who did not pass the Computer Literacy Test and must be taken in the first semester of the Freshman year or the transfer
year.

It is strongly recommended that students elect additional biology, mathematics, physics and computer science courses.
