♣ Courses used to satisfy the general education requirements of the university must be taken from a minimum of six different academic disciplines.  First Year 
Seminar and Level I Written Communications courses are exempt from this restriction.  Courses may not be used to fulfill both major discipline and 
general education requirements. 

♯ These Scientific Reasoning General Education Category courses do not have to be a sequence or be from the same discipline.
